Appendix I — Agreement relating to the organization of the observation sequence in a professional environment for students in the first year of general and technological high school
Considering the Labour Code, and in particular article L. 4153-1; the Education Code, and in particular articles L. 124-1, L. 134-9, L. 313-1, L. 331-4, L. 331-5, L. 332-3, L. 335-2, L. 411-3, L 421-7, L. 911-4, D. 331-1 to D. 331-. 9, D. 333-3-1; the Civil Code, and in particular articles 1240 to 1242; Circular No. 96-248 of 10/25/1996 relating to student supervision; the circular of 13-6-2023 relating to the organization of field trips and school trips in public schools, middle schools and high schools; the circular of March 28, 2024 relating to the observation sequence for students in first year of general and technological high school; the deliberation of the board of directors of the student’s high school dated …

the following was agreed:

Title I: General provisions 
Article 1 – The purpose of this agreement is to implement an observation sequence in a professional environment, for the benefit of students enrolled in the first year of general and technological high school.

Article 2 – The objectives and modalities of the observation sequence are recorded in the educational appendix. 
The arrangements for covering the costs relating to this sequence as well as the insurance arrangements are defined in the financial appendix. 

Article 3 – The organization of the observation sequence is determined by mutual agreement between the head of the host organization and the head of the school. 

Article 4 – Students remain in school status during the period of observation in a professional environment. They remain placed under the authority and responsibility of the head of the school. They cannot claim any remuneration or bonus from the host company or organization. 

Article 5 – During the observation sequence, students are not expected to participate in work in the host company or organization. 
During the observation sequences, students can carry out investigations linked to the teachings. They can also participate in activities of the host company or organization, in tests or demonstrations linked to the teachings and training objectives of their class, under the control of the staff responsible for their supervision in a professional environment. 
Students cannot access machines, devices or products whose use is prohibited to minors by articles D. 4153-15 to D. 4153-37 of the Labor Code. They cannot carry out manoeuvers or manipulations on other machines, products or production devices nor carry out light work authorized for minors by this same code.

Article 6 – The head of the host organization takes the necessary measures to guarantee their civil liability each time it is incurred (in application of articles 1240 to 1242 of the Civil Code):
 ( either by taking out special insurance guaranteeing civil liability in the event of fault attributable to the company or the host organization with regard to the student; 
( either by adding to its contract already taken out under “company civil liability” or “professional civil liability” an additional clause relating to the reception of students. 
The head of the school takes out insurance covering the civil liability of students placed under their responsibility for damage they could cause during the observation sequence in a professional environment, as well as outside the host company or organization, or on the way to either the place where the information visit or the observation sequence takes place, or to the home. 
The student (and, if he is a minor, their legal representatives) must take out and produce an insurance certificate covering their civil liability for damage they could cause or which could happen to him in a professional environment. 
Article 7 – In the event of an accident occurring to the student, either in a professional environment or during the journey, the head of the host organization immediately alerts the head of the student’s school by any means available to them and sends them the accident report duly completed on the same day.

Article 8 – The head of the school and the head of the student's host organization will keep each other informed of any difficulties that may arise from the application of this agreement and will take, by mutual agreement and in conjunction with the educational team, appropriate measures to resolve them, particularly in the event of a breach of discipline. Difficulties that may be encountered during any period in a professional environment, and in particular any absence of a student, will immediately be brought to the attention of the head of the school. 

Article 9 – This agreement is signed for the duration of an observation sequence in a professional environment, fixed at one (if two different locations) or two consecutive weeks, for students enrolled in general or technological secondary school during the last month of the school year.
